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Local women complete workshop on stranded seal assessment
More facts from Seal Watching

Guidelines:
• Seals do not need to eat every day. A

seal’s body stores enough fat in blubber to
allow the animal to go for extended periods
without eating. They do not eat on land. 

• It is absolutely normal for seals to be on
land. Seals are semi-aquatic animals, which
means they often spend a portion of each day
on land. Seals haul out for a variety of
reasons. Young seals, especially, may haul
out for up to a week.

• Seals do not need to be wet constantly.
They come out of the water to get dry.
Wetting them is a form of harassment.

• It is normal for seals to be sighted alone.
Ice seals, in particular, are almost always
sighted alone in this region.

The Island is regularly visited by harbor

and gray seals which are seen year-round.
Harp and hooded seals are seen seasonally
during winter and early spring months. The
term “ice seal” refers to where these seals are
born. Pupping takes place on ice floes or
pack ice off the eastern coast of Canada,
extending north toward Greenland. During
the winter, many juvenile ice seals migrate
south and are frequently seen in this region.
Although they are often seen in large groups
in their northern territory, they are almost
always solitary when we view them,
according to Seal Watching Guidelines
compiled and written by Elizabeth Pomfret
of the Cape Cod Stranding Network for the
Protected Resources Division, National
Marine Fisheries Service and the Northeast
Region Stranding Network.

Seals are protected by the Federal Marine
Mammal Protection Act. It is against the law
to touch, to be within 50 yards of, feed, or
otherwise harass a seal.

STONINGTON—Jessie Willinghan and
her mother Ellen Willinghan completed the
Ice Seal Stranding Workshop conducted by
Allied Whale at the College of the Atlantic in
January. They now serve as on-call first
responders for the Deer Isle area to provide
initial assessment and evaluation of the
condition of seals reported on or near shore
and evaluate possible threats to the seal’s
safety. 

Jessie, a fifth grader at Deer Isle-
Stonington Elementary School and member
of Girl Scout Troop 748, is using this experi-
ence to learn more about her environment,
earn badges, and to provide community
service, according to a press release.

The Willinghans have been called out
twice since completing training, once to
report on a harp seal visiting the inner harbor
near the Stonington Post Office and once for
a harp seal in Northwest Harbor off Dow
Road in Deer Isle. These seals were reported
to the Maine Marine Animal Reporting
Hotline by local residents Maggie Davis,

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Historical Society to celebrate 50 years
old Sunset Post Office was moved to the
grounds in 1996 and provides space for a gift
shop and a small postal exhibit.

The original building, the Sellers House,
was built in 1830 by Joseph Sellers for his
bride Salome, daughter of Captain Edward
and Deborah Cushman Sylvester. Joseph
died during the Civil War. Salome lived in
the house until her death at the age of 108 in
1909, entertaining many visitors. The house
was acquired and restored by the society in
1961. It is furnished with many of Salome’s
belongings and furnishing  from Island
homes.

The society also has marine exhibits,
Indian artifacts, and memorabilia from the
America’s Cup winners Defender and
Columbia. The tool shed of the Sellers
House contains quarrying tools as well as
flat irons and artifacts from various Island
trades. The original Deer Isle jail sits outside
the Exhibit Hall.

THE ISLAND—Friday, August 7, the
Deer Isle-Stonington Historical Society will
celebrate the 50th anniversary of the
founding of the society with the annual
meeting and a party, according to a press
release.

The society was formed in the summer of
1959 by members of the Island community
with the goal of collecting and preserving
historical facts, records and relics pertaining
to our region so that future generations could
benefit from the society’s endeavors. The
historical society is located at 416 Sunset
Road (Route 15A) in Deer Isle.

The society’s headquarters includes four
buildings with a variety of displays. The
Sellers House and Exhibit Hall, staffed by
volunteers, are open from July through mid-
September, Wednesdays and Fridays, from 1
to 4 p.m. The archives are open year-round,
Wednesday and Fridays, 1 to 4 p.m.
Volunteers are knowledgeable and happy to
assist researchers and answer questions. The
