damage and engineered to minimize
offgassing of toxic chemicals from the 4”
Styrofoam layer sandwiched between load
bearing layers. After House does the
“bucking,” or cutting holes for windows and
doors, Sewall will install them. Curt Haskell
will do the electrical work and Barter
Lumber/MD Joyce are providing materials.

Discussing the scale of funding and
construction undertaken by the historical
society, Crouch noted that a great deal of
research was required, including how to
coordinate a capital campaign, as the histor-
ical society does not have a professional
development person, and how to meet
building codes. 

Kenneth Olsen, former director of Friends
of Acadia, told Crouch that at least half of
the targeted funding amount should already
be pledged before publicly unveiling the

campaign. Current pledges total $250,000,
including an anonymous $100,000 challenge
grant. 

Until the Swan’s Island fire three years
ago, in which everything at the library and
historical society was lost, a large, fireproof
vault was not a high priority. Then Crouch
says, “in our plan it became a priority,”
increasing the proposed budget from
$400,000 to $490,000. On the other hand,
hiring contractors on the island, or as locally
as possible, can reduce costs for items such
as transportation and housing for crews,
saving $6,000 in one case.

Expressing gratitude for the society’s
founders, Crouch says, “We wouldn’t have

what we have if they hadn’t cared enough 50
years ago.” With experience tailoring
wedding dresses, Crouch appreciates the
way the historical society’s antique clothing
collection makes stories of past lives come
alive for school children and adults alike.
Before there was money to tag and store
fragile clothing in archival boxes, it was
wrapped in cotton and muslin in old trunks.
“They knew how to do it smaller and
simpler, but do it right.” 

The barn raising celebration, which was
part of the annual Touring Through Time
weekend, featured music by Arthur Billings
and Tom Gotwals, and by Renee Sewall and
Friends. Ian Walker demonstrated black-
smithing using a portable forge he fabri-
cated; Nancy Dewey, Neva Beck and Diane
Compton were among those demonstrating
textiles such as rug braiding and hooking,
and Tim Whitten demonstrated Marlinspike
chandlery. 

A special exhibit included local oral
history and photographs by Nancy Dewey,
area old house history and photo albums by
Barbara Britton, popcorn made with an
antique machine by Claudette Kydd, and a
display of canning factory artifacts by Gail
Sytsema and Sharon Hellstedt.
